Why Hope is needed?


There are increasing numbers of asylum-seekers in and around Coventry whose support and accommodation from the Home Office UK Border Agency have been cut off.

Asylum Seekers in this position who have no other entitlements to “public funds” are usually completely destitute and often homeless. Many are also highly vulnerable because of their physical and/or mental condition. Some are pregnant, with children, disabled or elderly.

On top of this, because of the bar on “recourse to public funds”, homeless asylum-seekers generally have no access to mainstream provision for the homeless, e.g. hostels, women’s refuges or night shelters.

In April 2009 local organisations The Coventry Refugee Centre, Peace House, Friends, CTRIC (Churches together with Refugees in Coventry) formed The HOPE Coventry partnership. The HOPE Coventry partnership is also working in partnership with charities in the Birmingham HOPE projects.

About 3,000 people in Coventry are not allowed to work or to get any benefits.  They are mainly people who have come here in search of safety and not been believed. Too frightened, or not allowed to return, they are now destitute. They may be pregnant women or people with poor health. 

You do not notice them on the streets as they have learnt to be invisible.  They need your help. Your money may go to buy a pair of shoes or some medicine, the fare to register with the Home Office in Solihull – which they have to do weekly, monthly, or a phone call home because a family member has died.

The HOPE Coventry partnership has now registered a special charitable trust, which will be administered by The Coventry Refugee Centre.  The first fund raising target is £20,000, all the money collected for the destitution fund will be used by the partners to help provide food, clothing, or a bed for the night for people who are desperate and vulnerable many of whom have been abused and exploited. None of the money collected in the name of the fund will be used by the Coventry organisations for administration it will all go to individuals and families in need.
